Comfort in architectural environments has long been associated primarily with
physical parameters such as temperature, lighting, and ventilation. However,
contemporary research emphasizes a broader, multilayered concept of comfort that
includes psychological, social, and emotional dimensions. This article explores the
structure of these often-overlooked but fundamentally important components of
comfort and identifies the key environmental and architectural conditions for their
realization in both architectural and urban contexts.

The author presents a systematic approach to the analysis and design of
comfortable spaces, where psychological comfort stems from a sense of safety and
personal confidence; social comfort is linked to belonging, interaction, and self-
actualization; and emotional comfort arises from aesthetic perception, environmental
harmony, and the personalization of space. The study highlights the strong correlation
between architectural design, urban planning, and users’ psycho-emotional well-
being. Relevant international research is reviewed to support the importance of
considering mental health and quality of life in spatial design.

The outcome is a structured model of subjective comfort components applicable
to architectural practice and urban planning. The article advocates for an
interdisciplinary methodology that integrates non-material human needs into the
formation of urban and residential environments.
